2010 Rental Sites and Fees

Indoor Facilities/Exhibition Building:

3rd Floor Waterfront Lounge: Overlooking the boat basin, the historic Wm. B. Tennison,
and the Drum Point Lighthouse, the museum’s lounge features a conference table, sofas,
chairs, a private restroom, patio, and a kitchenette. The lounge is the perfect place to
conduct business meetings, bridal showers, and smaller dinner events. Up to 20 persons
seated comfortably, 35 people standing.

Fee:  $75perhour*

Classroom: On mezzanine level. Limited to 25 people.
Fee:  $40 per hour *

Auditorium: The museum auditorium is equipped with podium, state-of-the-art audio and
video equipment, a stage, full-size screen, and projection booth. Our equipment supports
most requirements. Stationary seating is provided for 198 people. No food or beverages
permitted.

Fee:  $100 per hour *

Museum Lobby: Perfect for the casual meeting or cocktail hour, the museum lobby
includes a wooden dance floor, and access to restrooms and a full kitchen. Up to 75 people
can be accommodated for seated events, and up to 150 people can be accommodated for
standing events.

Fee:  $125 per hour *

Auditorium/Lobby: Combined use of both areas as described above. Not available during
public museum hours, 10:00 a.m.—5:00 p.m., daily.

Fee:  $200 per hour *

Qutdoor Facilities:
Boat Basin: Located above the scenic Back Creek, the museum’s basin includes an
expansive boardwalk, the shell-covered area in front of the Patuxent Small Craft Center, and
the scenic setting below the Drum Point Lighthouse. Up to 100 people can be
accommodated safely. Space is not available during public museum hours, 10:00 a.m.—
5:00 p.m., daily.

Fee:  $150 per hour*

Corbin Pavilion: This open-air 30'x40’ covered space also features an adjacent patio,
lighting, sink with running water, easy access to power, and private access directly from the
road. Up to 75 people can be accommodated safely.

Fee:  $125 per hour*

The Historic Wm. B. Tennison: Built in 1899, this historic vessel is available for charters
with up to 47 passengers. Enjoy cocktails, entertainment, dinner, and more aboard. This
could be that unusual perfect setting to exchange wedding vows.

Fee:  $200 per hour
